A weapon is defined as a gun; pistol; B.B. gun; pellet gun; or other type of firearm [and/or ammunition for any weapon] (including toys or devices designed to resemble real weapons when brandished or otherwise employed or possessed for purposes of threat, intimidation, or disruption); dirk; knife; dagger; metal knucks; blackjack; incendiary device; mace or other chemical substance or compound intended to be used, for the infliction of temporary disability or irritation to the human body or utilized so as to cause injury to another, or any other object or thing usually used, or intended to be used, for the infliction of personal injury.  If in the principal’s judgment a pocket knife, or other item of general usage which might be considered a weapon, is inadvertently brought to school by the student, the principal may exercise discretion in assigning punishment within the bounds of the Code and state law.

Description:  Any type of weapon either real or a toy can get you expelled.  Don’t bring them to school for any reason.  A firearm, whether real or toy can lead to permanent expulsion.
