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Your text should appear in this fashion on the pages that you are typing.  Please be sure only to use a one-inch margin on the top and bottom of the page, and margins between one inch and one-and-a-quarter (1.25) inches on the left and right sides.  All typefaces should be in Times New Roman font at the 12-point size.


Page numbers should be placed at the top of the page in the center, beginning on the first page of your text.  There is no need to put your title, your name, or any other information at the top of the page.


Please be certain to use the appropriate citation format.  For example, if you were to quote the passage, “Constitutional interpretation involves attempts to discover the meaning of the words used in the different provisions,” you would cite it in this manner.
  If your citation came at the end of a sentence it would look like this: a precinct is “The bottom of the typical local party structure.”
  Please note how I have used the “Ibid.” below to refer to the notation above it.  If I were to cite from another text, which might say that journalists sometimes operate “as race callers or handicappers.”
  However, if I wanted to follow it with another quote from Gitelson, I would use this format:
Nowhere in the Constitution is the U.S. Supreme Court specifically granted such authority.  Instead, judicial review was inferred by the Court in the 1803 case of Marbury v. Madison.  After the election of 1800, which saw Thomas Jefferson and members of his party win control of the White House and both chambers of Congress, the incumbent president, John Adams, and the Federalist party attempted to gain a foothold in government.

Note how a quote that goes longer than 4 typed lines must use this block-quote format, and also note that Marbury v. Madison, like all court cases, is italicized.
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
